Theme verse: 2 Corinthians 3:17, ñNow the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of 
the Lord is, there is liberty.ò 

It is our prayer today and throughout 2021 that the Spirit of the Lord, pour out, pour 
through us across America, to fill our lives, families, churches, workplace, education, 
military, government, arts, entertainment and media, with Biblical, not cultural, not 
worldly, but Spirit-empowered, Spirit-filled LOVE, LIFE and LIBERTY as designed and 
defined by our Creator and Savior. 

The prayer emphasis for the next seven months is to prepare for the National Day of Prayer 
in May, 2021.   

For the month of November, the emphasis is Military.  This week: pray for the Election! 

Election Day 2020! 

ñLet your Kingdom come. Let your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.ò 
(Matthew 6:10; NHEB) 

Voting is a spiritual act! It is the most practical act of stewarding the government sphere of 
Godôs creation that we can make. God looked upon His creation, said that it was good, and 
assigned Adam the responsibility to steward His creation. The problem with the typical 
American Christian is that we have been convinced that government/politics is secular and 
we are not supposed to discuss these issues in church. 

Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven,ò is how Jesus taught the 
disciples to pray, showing them we should seek Godôs will, His values, His government, 
here on earth, just like it is in heaven. A common phrase in our culture is ñyou canôt legis-
late morality,ò yet our government makes decisions that affect life and death, gives the abil-
ity to express our religious preferences, punishes criminals, guides the treatment of the 
foreigner, and many other similar matters. All are moral decisions that could be affected by 
our spiritual act of voting for candidates that best reflect Godôs values. 

We donôt always have the choice of a Christian candidate, but we should always under-
stand the positions of the candidates and the parties they represent. 

The Church will have the government it deserves. If the Church stays home on Election 
Day and allows evil people to vote in evil candidates, then we will have an evil government. 
Voting is a spiritual act of stewardship. Go out November 3rd, understand your candidates, 
pray, and then VOTE! 

Points for Prayer: 

¶ Pray that the Church would understand and steward its spiritual obligations to vote. 

¶ Pray that the Church would vote in ways to elect quality candidates that reflect Godôs 
values. 

¶ Pray that Godôs kingdom would come on earth today, just as it is in heaven.
