“To The Ends of The Earth!” 
Matthew 9:35-38 

 

OUR PURPOSE STATEMENT:  Cornerstone Community Church is 
committed to God-centered worship in vibrant community, by biblical 
discipleship, through loving service and empowered evangelism.   
 
2 Cor 5:17-21 ….. if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; what is 
old has passed away – check it out! ….  what is new has come!  18 And 
all these things are from God who reconciled us to himself through 
Christ, and who has given us the ministry of reconciliation. 19 In other 
words, in Christ God was reconciling the world to himself, not count-
ing people's sins against them, and he has given us the message of rec-
onciliation. 20 Therefore we are ambassadors for Christ, as though 
God were making His plea through us. We plead with you on Christ's 
behalf, "Be reconciled to God!" 21 God made the one who did not 
know sin to be sin for us, so that in him we would become the right-
eousness of God. 
  
It is up to us – you and me - to pierce the darkness that is within the 
souls around us with the light of God’s truth. 
 
Matthew 9:35-38  Jesus went through all the towns and villages, 
teaching in their synagogues, preaching the good news of the king-
dom and healing every disease and sickness. 36 When he saw the 
crowds he had compassion on them, because they were harassed and 
helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. 37 Then he said to his disci-
ples, "The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. 38 Ask the Lord 
of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field."
